LOWER SALFORD TOWNSHIP AUTHORITY                                        7, February 2024
The Reorganization Meeting of the Board of the Lower Salford Township Authority was held on February 7, 2024,

 in person and via Zoom. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 a.m. by Karl Janetka, Chairman.
Persons IN AttendAnce:

A. Members:  Karl Janetka, Chairman; Dave Scheuren, Vice-Chairman; Barry Bohmueller, Secretary; Jim Natale; Treasurer; and Dave Spause; Assistant Secretary/Treasurer.
B. Staff:  Craig Forwood, P.E. Operations Manager; Connie Weimer, Business Manager.
Mr. Janetka asked the Business Manager to assume the chair temporarily for purposes of accepting 

nominations for the various Authority offices.

Ms. Weimer asked for nominations for Chairman of the Authority Board for the 2024 calendar 

year.  Mr. Bohmueller nominated Mr. Janetka, who was seconded by Mr. Scheuren. Ms. Weimer 

called for a vote to name Mr. Janetka Chairman.  The vote was unanimous.

Ms. Weimer asked for nominations for Vice-Chairman of the Authority Board for the 2024 

calendar year.  Mr. Janetka nominated Mr. Scheuren, who was seconded by Mr. Natale.  Ms. 

Weimer called for a vote to name Mr. Scheuren Vice-Chairman.  The vote was unanimous.

Ms. Weimer asked for nominations for Secretary of the Authority Board for the 2024 calendar 

year.  Mr. Natale nominated Mr. Bohmueller, who was seconded by Mr. Scheuren.  Ms. 

Weimer called for a vote to name Mr. Bohmueller Secretary.  The vote was unanimous.  

Ms. Weimer asked for nominations for Treasurer of the Authority Board for the 2024 calendar 

year.  Mr. Bohmueller nominated Mr. Natale, who was seconded by Mr. Scheuren.  Ms. Weimer 

called for a vote to name Mr. Natale Treasurer.   The vote was unanimous.

Ms. Weimer asked for nominations for Assistant Secretary/Treasurer of the Authority Board for 

the 2024 calendar year. Mr. Bohmueller nominated Mr. Spause, who was seconded by Mr. 

Scheuren.  Ms. Weimer called for a vote to name Mr. Spause Assistant Secretary/Treasurer. 

The vote was unanimous.

Following the election of Officers, Mr. Janetka assumed duties as acting Chairman and called 

for the appointment of the various Authority professional services.  Upon the motion by Mr. 

Bohmueller seconded by Mr. Scheuren, the Authority Board unanimously voted to appoint the 

following for the 2024 calendar year by a vote of 5 in favor, 0 against.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 

Upon the motion of Mr. Janetka, seconded by Mr. Scheuren, the Board voted to approve the Minutes of 
the November 1, 2023, and December 6, 2023, meetings by a vote of 4 in favor, 0 against.  Mr. Spause 
abstained.   
PUBLIC FORUM:

OPERATIONS MANAGER: 
A. Status Long Range Projects – Mr. Forwood presented his report. A copy of the report is included with these minutes.  
B. Sanitary Sewer Overflows– Mr. Forwood reported on four SSOs at the plants and collection system since the last Board meeting held on December 18, 2023.  The area has experienced several rain events.  The most resent SSO at the Harleysville Plant was caused by a contractor who left the storm pumps in the off mode.  All SSOs were reported to DEP.   

C. Mainland Plant Rebuild Clarifier #2 for $62,130 on Costars - Mr. Forwood presented a Costars quote from Eastern Environmental to rebuild the Mainland Plant clarifier at a cost of $62,130.  The project estimate in the capital budget was $65,000.  Upon the motion of Mr. Scheuren, seconded by Mr. Janetka, the Board voted to approve the quote of $62,130 from Eastern Environmental Contractors to rebuild the Mainland Plant clarifier by a vote of 5 in favor, 0 against.  

D. Mainland Plant NPDES Violation – Mr. Forwood reported on a COBD loading violation which occurred in a heavy rain event on sampling day.   
E. Harleysville Plant – Replace RAS Plug Valves 2nd Stage Aeration Tank $9,827.08 - Mr. Forwood reported on the purchase of 7 valves for the Harleysville Plant.  
F. Harleysville Plant Splitter Box Mixer $9,390 - Mr. Forwood reported on the purchase of a splitter box mixer for the Harleysville Plant.  

BUSINESS MANAGER:

A. Resolution No. 24-02-07 TD Bank Update Signature Cars – Upon the motion of Mr. Scheuren, seconded by Mr. Janetka, the Board voted to execute the updated signature cards with TD Bank for 2024, by a vote of 5 in favor, 0 against. 
B. PLGIT New CD – A new CD with PLGIT was purchased on January 9, 2024.  The interest rates are trending downward.
C. Kay Builders Jacob’s Crossing Development – The following agreements for the Jacob’s Crossing development were presented for the Board’s approval:
a. Extinguishment of Easement

b. Sanitary Sewer Easement 30 Feet

c. Agreement for Construction of Sewer Lines

d. Financial Security Agreement

e. Grinder Pump Operation and Maintenance Agreement

Upon the motion of Mr. Janetka, seconded by Mr. Natale, the Board voted to execute the agreements for the Jacob’s Crossing development by a vote of 5 in favor, 0 against.
